INSTALLER GUIDELINES

The furniture in this booklet comes mostly assembled. Shelves will need to be installed once furniture is in
position and fixed.

Wall Cabinets will need to be fitted on solid walls capable of some load bearing.

The installation of these products greatly depends on the floor and wall being level. If this is not the case, it
must be corrected before installation.

INSTALLATION OFVANITY UNITS

Position the cabinet in your required location checking the
alignment with a spirit level and mark drill holes for angled
brackets
(We recommend that you secure the unit to the wall using
angled brackets (not supplied).

MPORTAN

Make sure that the

Remove the cabinet and drill holes of the
appropriate size to accept the necessary screws
or wall plugs used to secure.

If required to aid installation remove
required skirting boards before fixing.
It is best to install the angled brackets
on the inside of the freestanding U
furniture.

We advise that if your vanity unit has regulating
screws you will need to use these to level any
rocking when basin is in situe, checking with spirit

INSTALLATION OFVANITY UNITS

Once basin is level, remove and run a bead
of silicone on the top edge of unit and lift the
cabinet back into position and screw basin to
the wall.

Follow your basin instructions to complete
installation

You can now secure the vanity unit to the
wall using your pre drilled holes.

INSTALLATION OF WALL CABINETS

Saftey Notice- All Wall Hung Units must be installed with adequate load bearing screws
(not supplied) and used with the supplied wall hung brackets and plates.

INSTALLER TIPS

Locate the wall units in position and mark up where they will be secured to
the wall.
Using the Installer Tips above, fix the supplied wall plates, using appropriate
load bearing screws that are suitable for the wall material
(Screws are not supplied)
Fix to the wall at the desired height, making sure that there is enough of the
fixing protruding to hang suspension fitting on.

Additional screws must be used to secure the lower part of the
wall units to the wall. (Additonal screws not supplied)

Once wall unit secured to the wall using suitable fixings put in place
the shelves




INSTALLATION OF TALL BOY UNITS OR SMALL STORAGE

Our Tall Boy units give you the option to fit the door left or right handed, see
p9 and p10 for full installation guide to fitting our adjustable hinges.

The Tall Boys should be attached to the wall using the shown security bracket.
