* Basins, including the connecting water and waste system need to be installed in accordance with
and meet the requirements of the water supply regulations 1999 (Water Fittings) and Scottish
By-Laws 2004.

* If a blow lamp is used when plumbing, the flame must be kept away from the furniture otherwise
damage may occur.

*  All units should be assembled and fitted using instructions and installation guidelines provided.

* Any screws and other fixings used must be suitable for the installation situation. (Brick, Block,
Plaster or Dot & Dab).

Saftey Notice- All Wall Hung Units must be installed with adequate load bearing screws
(not supplied) and used with the supplied wall hung brackets and plates.

The installation of this product greatly depends on the product sitting level on the wall. If this is not the case,

it must be corrected before installation.

Determine the favoured position of the unit and mark a vertical
centre point on the wall, using a spirit level to make sure levelling M SCC 6

is accurate. Measure the span of the unit as this will be where the :
. Crirep ﬂﬁZﬁ& /5%- P
bracket needs to be fitted to the wall, mark the bracket holes with a V

pencil and drill pilot holes and fit rawl plugs into the wall. W%%yy

Fit the wall brackets and plates that are provided and using
appropriate load bearing screws (not supplied).

Both the one and two drawer unit should be fitted the same.
Follow instructions provided with your basin and worktop.

INSTALLATION- WALL HUNG UNITS
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REMOVING AND ADJUSTING THE DRAWERS

The drawers will be pre-fitted.

You can remove the drawers to aid installation by pulling out the locking clip,
remember to push the clip back once drawer is put back, so that the drawer is
secure.

You may need to adjust the position of the drawer to allow for waste outle or tap
outlet. Use the adjustment catch to to adjust the position.
